Opening Remarks:

The NISN Status Meeting, led by Beth Paschall, convened on June 16, 2004.  Beth Paschall asked if there was anything that needed to be talked about before the agenda, there was nothing so the meeting began with the agenda. 
Hot Button Issues: 

Goddard Power Outage: George Cruz reported that the gateway will be down for an hour on Friday and for an hour on Saturday. There should be minimal impact. The generator power set-up will take an hour and a half to set up. Regarding the Mission Circuits, the IPNoc will re-route the triangle through JSC so that the IONet triangle will not be affected. The power will be off for a total of fourteen hours and is scheduled to be a total outage. There was discussion about powering down the Mission POP routers. The network management and remedy servers will be powered down and leave the network up. 
NISN Application Access Form:  (See Presentation) Catherine Trenkle discussed the revised NISN Application Access Form. The form is basically the same but there is a legal disclaimer added and a signature space for IT Security Personnel. Since UNITeS came together all the applications are now NASA and the previous outsourced applications need to be added the registration to satisfy the MPG2810. The new applications start with the network elements and are limited to people who deal with that and who actually use the systems. There was discussion about who the NASA contact person would be for each system. Beth Paschall suggested that NASA people would review the form and make the appropriate changes. This item needs to be scheduled for the NISN CCB.
Update from NISN Leads –Current Activities:

BMG:  Mike Brugge wanted to know how the Budget Review with Mr. Spearing is going. It seems that it is going to ?Reedy? on June 22, 2004. 
Advanced Technology:  Ken White indicated that a PRs was submitted to purchase new equipment to update the BOPNet server to the ESP version to monitor the WAN. A PR was submitted to replace the new MCU. The RD owners are no longer in the loop to okay the PRs because of the new contract change. Mr. White discussed the Alaska Circuit.
Russia:  Robby Butler wanted to know the status of the Bldg. 4207 Goddard power outage and how it will affect the Russia project. The flight directors are concerned about the outage and will talk to Randy Goggans about it offline. Still working on alternative network configuration and converting it to a pure IP backbone. The team is working with vendors and circuit providers in Moscow. the voice IP systems will be updated with latest upgrades and routers. Work plans of these upgrades will be sent out. A major activity on the downstream video testing from the station to Houston of the new generation computers will be supported.
CIG:  Beth Paschall and Elizabeth Suddereth will brief the Program Executive weekly staff meeting members on the Customer Forum on June 29, 2004. Chuck Dunigan reported that the HQ is requesting additional voice requirements to support the return to flight. They have the capability to receive 18 conferences and now want 54 more.
NSG:  The mission support upgrade network team received an agency-wide award and need to take a picture. Mike Mink was tasked to gather all of the recipients by Friday, June 18, 2004. Ralph Diggins was asked to contact Mr. Mink about this issue. A circuit upgrade proposal is being prepared for Vandenberg. The Boeing connection into NASA is currently being reconfigured and is being pared down to one connection. Code T wants VITs room upgrades and has the funding and wants their rooms to be priority.  JSC wants the MMT room for the Return to Flight to be on priority as well. Ms. Hatley will talk to Rob about hiring additional part-time resources to complete this task. Glenn Research Center has a WebX that will expire at the end of the year. Several options are being discussed. The NASA upgrade is scheduled for June 30, 2004
