Opening Remarks

The NASA Integrated Services Network (NISN) Status Meeting, led by Beth Paschall, convened on September 29th, 2004. 
Changes to the Program Service Level Agreement (PSLA) Application: Catherine Trenkle reported that in order to support the “Balance Report,” fields need to be added to tie the PSLA to the Management Information and Control System (MICS) Circuit database.
Beth Paschall asked for what the “Balance Report” will be used. Doralee Searcy stated it will be used to perform a reconciliation once a year.

NISN Peering Point Data Collector Upgrade: George Cruz presented the NISN Peering Point Data Collector Upgrade. The desire is to improve Packet Captures, Data Storage Capability, Captured Data Usability, Data Search Capability, and Scalability.
Updates from NISN Leads - Current Activities, Plans for Next Week
BMG: Mike Bruegge mentioned the telecon that took place Monday, September 27th, with Betsy Edwards about the Canberra/Madrid contracts for Comm services. She will set up a telecon with the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL) manager to discuss what will be done next.

Mike Bruegge asked Beth Paschall if she received the information about the Americon Antennae. She received it and has a better understanding of what they are doing. Her only concern is the spectrum approval and frequency approval that must be obtained through Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC). She informed Joseph Pirani of Americon’s intentions. Mike Bruegge mentioned that this should be coordinated through Jim Sponoza.
Advanced Technology: Ken White mentioned that the National Research and Education Network (NREN) finished the High Performance Router (HPR) testing for the Wide Area Network (WAN) Replacement. Ken asked Chuck Duignan if Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) has anyone that has experience with Juniper. Chuck said to talk to Joseph Anokye. 

Ken reported that there is a Preliminary Design Review (PDR) at Headquarters (HQ) about the WAN Replacement. The NISN Prototype Network (NPN) routers will be moved in the AMES Gateway move. 

Ken is working with George Cruz to relocate the Integration and Networking Laboratory (INL) back to the Annex so the operations lab and the protocol lab can be together. 

Ken has worked on the budget for FY 05.
Russia: Bob Oldham reported that the Soyez launch has been delayed. Possible launch dates are October 14th, 15th and 16th. He also mentioned the Mission Router Failover Activity is scheduled for Monday, October 4th. The HQ Inspector General (IG) team reported that everything went well. The IG team recommended that we use internal Intrusion Detection System (IDS)’s there instead of relying on the external agency. They also reported that more Information Technology (IT) training is needed.
CIG:  Beth Paschall sent out the WAN PDR briefings to all of the NISN Center Representatives and encouraged them to participate in the PDR with their steering committee members. Unified NASA Information Technology Services (UNITeS) needs to make sure our Customer Service Representatives (CSR)’s have all the material for the WAN Replacement. Presentations and budget summaries are being worked on with the new mission directorates at HQ. 
Chuck Duignan reported that he is in communication with JPL about Stereo and New Horizons.

Sue Young mentioned that 16 of 23 responses for the NISN Forum were for the first and second weeks of March, 2005. There is a possibility of having the Forum in New Orleans, LA.

NSG: Kathy Hatley mentioned two Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) estimates for circuits. The first is between Alaska and Japan. The second is for a circuit between White Sands and Alaska.
Kathy mentioned a Metrics meeting on Thursday, September 30, 2004. More metrics are needed concerning the capacity of the Asynchronous Transmission Mode (ATM) Backbone. Kathy would also like to put the challenges from the last budget meeting on the monthly metrics in order to monitor progress.
Kathy reported that a meeting for the Headquarters IT Rapid Transition (HIRT) project is scheduled for Thursday, September, 30. There will be discussion about the Demilitarized Zone (DMZ) proposal with Chuck Carpenter. 

Jeff Anderson sent more HQ requirements for the HIRT project.

There is a test plan to use the Local Area Network (LAN) for the JPL Pilot. Hopefully, there will be actual testing next week. This is impacting the NASA Engineering & Science Center (NESC) project. There is an effort to determine which centers do not want to use a direct fiber connection.
Kathy will be in Contracting Officers Technical Representative (COTR) training next week – Tuesday through Thursday.
Network Services Status/Comments: Mark McCutchen mentioned that Rob Wisner, Scott Hyatt, Ron Ford, and Bob Kitka are touring the Network Management Center at Scott Air Force Base in St. Louis. Rob and Bob Kitka will be going to the WAN Replacement PDR on Thursday, September 30, 2004. Mark also stated that there was no real damage during the last hurricane at KSC. He also mentioned that UNITeS passed the ISO 9000 audit.
Operations: Bill Manning mentioned for Randy Goggans that the AMES Gateway move is on schedule for October 8-9. 
Implementation: Bill Manning stated that the External Payload Operations Center (EPOC) 90% Design Review has been rescheduled for October 5-6. Bill reported the Multi Channel Digital TV implementation has been moved to February.
CM &QA: Wanda Norwood mentioned that the Network Services workflow was presented to NASA and it was well received. Focus is on Internal Training and getting the documentation published. Kathy asked if Wanda could send out the revised workflow.
Action Items:
Have a UNITeS person trained on the system at GSFC to be able to support the NISN weekly meetings.
UNITeS needs to make sure our CSR’s have all the material for the WAN Replacement to enable them to answer questions during the WAN Replacement PDR.
Kathy Hatley asked if Wanda Norwood could send out the revised Network Services workflow.
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
